INT: A RESTERAUNT – EVENING

Three people are sitting around a table eating a meal. They are engaging in conversation.

COLE

Then he says, “No, that’s 

Not mine!”

The table outbursts with laughter.

ED

Ha ha ha… that was funny. 

MIKE

(Sarcastically)

Really? Gosh, who woulda thought?

ED

Hey, shut up.

COLE

Ed Freeman: Master of the obvious

ED

Stop it! I’m sick of you!

COLE

(exactly as ED)

Stop it! I’m sick of you!

MIKE

Woah! How did you do that?

COLE

I dunno. I just did it. Cool.

MIKE

See if you can do it again.

COLE

Ok. (As ED) Hey, my name is Ed, and

I’m an idiot.

MIKE

(laughing)

Ha! I love it.

ED

(wining) 

Stop making fun of me.

COLE

(As ED)

Stop making fun of me.

ED

(becoming angry)

I’m warning you!

COLE

(as ED)

I’m warning you! I just might run

Home and cry to my mommy!

ED

Alright. That’s it. I don’t have

To take this. 

ED stands up and storms out of the restaurant. 

COLE

(to ED)

Don’t let the door hit you on 

Your way out. 

MIKE

(to COLE)

That is just TOO funny.

COLE

Ooh… I could do some mean stuff

To him. 

MIKE

Yeah. You could make people think 

That was really him. 

COLE

How would I go about doing that?

MIKE sits back in his chair and thinks for a moment. 

MIKE

Hmmm… I got it. Ok, tomorrow

You call him and say…

FADE OUT

FADE IN

EXT: A HOUSE – AFTERNOON

COLE is standing outside of ED’s front door. COLE rings the doorbell to ED’s house. Shortly after, ED opens the door. COLE walks in as he says:

COLE

Hey, thanks for letting me

Study with you. 

ED

No problem. 

They both sit down.

ED

What do you need

To study?

COLE

Chemistry.

ED

Ok, what chapter are you on

In Chemistry?

COLE

Chapter eight. Say, can I 

Get something to drink?

ED

Sure. 

ED stands up.

ED

What do you want?

COLE

No, don’t bother.

COLE stands up to get the drink himself.

COLE

I know where it is. You

Want anything?

ED

Nah.

COLE

You sure? I’ll get it for you.

No problem.

ED

Well, just a Coke.

COLE

Ok.

COLE goes down into the kitchen to get him and ED a coke. He gets two glasses and two cans of coke. He gets the ice and opens one coke, pours it into one of the glasses. (as ED)

LAURA

COLE’s smirk turns into a smile. He knows he’s got her.

COLE

(as ED)

Hi. Listen I have something

Important I need to tell you.

LAURA

What’s that?

COLE

(as ED)

Well, I’ve done some thinking and

I’ve decided that I don’t like women 

Anymore. 

LAURA

What are you talking about?

COLE

(as ED)

I think I like men now. Women

Are just boring to me now. So, 

I don’t think I should go

Out with you anymore.

LAURA

Oh ha ha… that’s funny.

COLE

(as ED)

I’m serious! And besides you

Are ugly too. 

LAURA

Uh— Ok, whatever.

COLE

(as ED)

I sense disbelief! Would you like

Me to prove it? I’ll kiss some guy

For you.

LAURA

No, that’s perfectly fine. I believe

You. 

COLE

(as ED)

Alright well, it was nice talking to you.

LAURA

Yeah, same to you.

COLE

(as ED)

Yeah, sorry it had to turn out this way. 

But hey, maybe if you got one of those

Operations, we could get together 

Some time.

LAURA

No, that’s ok. I’m fine.

COLE

(as ED)

Ok. Bye!

LAURA

Bye.

COLE hangs up the phone. The stands there for a moment, thinking over what just happened. His conscious is about to take over. But the devil on his other shoulder wins. He picks up the phone again and begins dialing another number. Someone picks up on the other line.

ANNIE

Hello?

COLE

(as ED)

Hi! This is Ed. Is this Annie?

ANNIE

Yes, this is she. What do you

Want Ed?

COLE

(as ED)

What? You sound like I’m up to 

something.

ANNIE

You always are! I know you. Last 

Time you called me you pretended to 

Be a telemarketer selling beef in

A can.

COLE

(as ED)

No, that was Cole. He made me do

It. I got five bucks out of it too.

ANNIE

Just tell me what you want.

COLE

(as ED)

Well, I was wondering if you would

Like to do something sometime.

ANNIE

Ha! With you? Sure.

COLE

(as ED)

Really?

ANNIE

NO! I was being sarcastic!

COLE

(as ED)

Oh… right. So um… what are you

Trying to say?

ANNIE

I’m saying that I do not like you!

I would never do anything with you!

COLE

(as ED)

Oh I get you… lesbo, right?

ANNIE

WHAT?!? NO! I’m about to hang up!

COLE

(as ED)

Well, I kinda figured, ya know, any

Girl that didn’t want to go out with

Me must be a lesbian or something. 

ANNIE

Aren’t you going out with Laura?

COLE

(as ED)

Well, not anymore. Turns out she’s a 

Lesbian. Gosh, I hate it when that happens. 

ANNIE

Oh, and I suppose you are so heartbroken

That you just need to ask out the first 

Girl that comes to mind.

COLE

(as ED)

Uh… yeah! And you are that lucky girl!

ANNIE

Alright since I’m feeling sorry for you

I’ll come by in a little bit to comfort you.

COLE

(as ED)

Wow… that’s really nice of you. Thanks!

ANNIE

Yeah, I didn’t have anything better to do. 

COLE

(as ED)

Well, I guess I’ll see you later.

ANNIE

Ok. Bye.

COLE

(as ED)

Bye.

COLE hangs up the phone. He walks up the stairs and sits down in the chair where he was before. The door to the bathroom slowly opens and ED, weary and exhausted from his struggles, stumbles out and sits down carefully. 

COLE

Problems?

ED

Oh man… Something isn’t right. I think

We are going to have to do this 

Tutoring thing some other time. I’m not

Up to it right now. 

COLE

Oh really? Man that’s too bad. Well, 

I hope you feel better. 

ED

Thanks. I’ll see you later.

COLE

Ok, bye.

COLE gets up to go out. ED struggles to stand up to walk him to the door. 

ED

Yeah it was weird. I was just

Sitting there, then something came

Over me and I had to get to the

Bathroom fast.

COLE

Maybe its just a bug.

ED

I hope it wasn’t something I ate… 

Or drank…

COLE

(in a hurry)

Hmm… well ok, I’ll see you!

ED

Bye.

COLE walks out the door. ED closes the door and walks into a room. He gently sits down on the couch. Just as he is getting comfortable the doorbell rings. He gets up to answer the door. He opens the door, and there is standing an extremely ugly freakish girl he/she. ED stands back at the sight of this freak then realizes who it is.

ED

Annie? What do you want?

ANNIE

You said you needed comforting. 

Here I am!

ED

How did you know? Did COLE tell you?

ANNIE

You got done just telling me!

ED

What? When?

ANNIE

On the phone. Wow, how could 

Anyone change their sexual preference

That fast?

ED

Huh? Sexual preference? I was 

Just having bathroom troubles.

ANNIE

You said Laura was a lesbian.

ED

No I didn’t. I never did.

ANNIE

You called me and said that Laura

Was a lesbian and she broke up

With you.

ED

When was this?

ANNIE

A few minuets ago. Don’t you remember?

ED

No, a few minuets ago, I was in the

Bathroom getting flushed out!!

ANNIE

Ok, I didn’t need to hear that. 

ED

Listen you need to stop spreading

Lies and misinformation about

Me and Laura. Ok?

ANNIE

But you said—

ED

BYE!

ED slams the door in her face. He sits down gently on the couch. Just as he is about to get comfortable the phone rings. It’s always something. He gets up to answer the phone. He picks it up.

ED

Hello?

LAURA

Oh yeah, you can have back this

CD. I don’t think you will be

Needing it anymore. You will

Probably start listening to

Elton John, gay boy.

ED

What? What’s going on?

LAURA

Don’t play dumb Ed. Don’t

Think that I’m gonna plead

For you.

ED

Is this about Annie? Listen

I told her to stop telling

People you were gay.

LAURA

What? She’s telling people I’m gay?

ED

Yeah.

LAURA

(short pause)

Ok, I’ll deal with you later.

ED

Uh… what?

LAURA

Bye.

LAURA hangs up on ED. ED stands there puzzled. This is turning out to be a very strange day for him.

CUT TO

COLE’S HOUSE – A FEW MINUITS LATER

COLE walks into his house and picks up the phone. He dials a number. Someone picks up.

MIKE

Hello?

COLE

(as ED)

Hey guess what?

MIKE

What?

COLE

(as ED)

I’m a freak. I’m also ugly 

And stupid.

MIKE

Huh? OH! Cole that was good.

COLE

Yeah. Man, I did some bad stuff.

MIKE

Let’s hear about it. 

COLE

Ok, well first, I called Laura

And—

The doorbell rings.

COLE

Hold on, someone is at the door.

I’ll call you back.

COLE hangs up the phone. He walks over to the door and opens it. There is standing LAURA, ANNIE, and ED. They look very angry. 

COLE

Oh… heh… hey.

LAURA

We have to tell you something

Cole.

COLE

Oh, really? Well, I can’t talk right

Now, I gotta… um… take the garbage 

Out. 

ANNIE

No you don’t. 

COLE

I don’t?

ED

No. We are gonna have a nice long 

Talk with you.

COLE

Hey, it wasn’t my idea! It was Mike!

Go talk to him! I was only his pawn!

ED

Oh… well, if you say so. 

ANNIE

Alright, let’s go over to Mike’s

ED

Well, first… could I use your bathroom

Real quick?

COLE

Sure!

ED

Thanks!

ED rushes off scene. ANNIE and LAURA walk to the door. Just as they are about to leave, ANNIE turns around and says:

ANNIE

Oh, and if Mike’s story doesn’t

Fit, we are coming back for you.

COLE

Heh… ok!

ED
